the outflow of water. Some underwater work (manually closing the gate valve) and a plug was
installed to correct the problem on a temporary basis. Bids for a permanent repair could cost as
much as $60,000. It took more than 10 years to save this amount of money from your dues
after all expenses have been paid. ALPOA has raised swim lesson fees and beach party fee
slightly to cover lifeguard costs, but we will not be raising dues for the expensive repairs that will
take place to permanently fix the damaged structure.

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Regional Dive Team Drills at Andover Lake

i

While the ice was still on the lake and gutters dripped with melting snow Andover
Lake Management Association (ALMA) was thinking of water safety. Arrangements
were being made to host a practice dive at Andover Lake beach by the Tolland
County Regional Dive Team. This group consists of members of police and volun-
teer fire department members from all over Tolland County who donate their time to
perform emergency diving services for fire and police organizations in eastern
Connecticut.

The first Sunday in May ALMA hosted a dive drill at the private beach by the Tol-
land County Regional Dive Team. They
are the organization that responds to
water related emergencies and other
search and rescue functions in eastern
Connecticut and sometimes all over
Connecticut. Coventry and Andover
Fire Department also responded with
apparatus with rescue and ambulance
support.

Their drill at the beach was primarily to
maintain diving proficiency of the
team. While there they performed some
additional tasks which also sharpened
their skills.

A search of the lake bottom was made
and any foreign material and water
hazards like concrete blocks, bottles, or
other swim hazards were removed when discovered. Both swim raft moorings

were located and inspected and new swim raft chains attached. The skills used in
performing these exercises are the same as those used in evidence recovery for

the police departments or drowning search and rescues.

AGiving the divers an opportunity to maintain proficiency and familiarize them-
selves with the underwater conditions in and around the beach is the primary
