ALPOA MEMBERSHIP CATEGORIES  

Regular Membership is available to those who own land in the Lake area.  The Lake area is real estate situated on the following 

streets ð Lake Road, Lakeside Drive, Lakeview Drive, Sunset Lane, West Street (within Andover), West Street Extension, Island 

Street, Bausola Road, Brown Drive, Mathieson Drive, Rockledge Drive, Rose Lane, Woodside Drive, Erdoni Road, (within Andover), 

and School Road.  This membership class is the only class that may vote at semi-annual, annual or special meetings. 

 

Associate Membership is available to legal residents of the Town of Andover who do not live in, or own property in the area 

defined above.  They all have the privileges of a Regular Member except for voting rights at Association meetings. 

 

Out-of-Town Membership is available to families that do not own property in the Town of Andover.  Out-of-Town Members 

have all the privileges of a Regular Member except for voting rights at Association Meetings.  The percentage of members who may 

be Out-of-Town Members is limited at present, by  the Board, to 25% of  total Membership. 

 

Senior Citizen rates are available only to Regular or Associate Members who are 65 years of age or older.  There is a $20 dis-

count for Senior Members.  Senior Members are not subject to a late fee. 

 

Lake Renters.  Each housing unit must pay full, Regular Membership dues.  Owner and renter can work out any arrangements for the 

annual fee.  The property owner, not the renter, has voting rights, if applicable.

Improved Clinch Knot For Better Fishing Results

Fishing is a great sport for all age levels, boys and girls and physical abilities. It can be an inexpensive 

hobby or you can invest lots of money in high tech equipment and accessories.  
 

No matter what equipment you are using the weakest connection between you and the fish, the place 

where your skill is put to the test, is the knot. The knot that connects your line to the hook or lure is 

crucial to a successful catch.  
 

Tying a quality knot is the single most important skill that every angler should learn. Each knot serves 

a specific function. There are knots for special purposes such as connecting fishing line together, at-

taching line to a reel or for attaching a hook or lure. A few knots will cover most of your fishing needs 

and a good angler will know which knot is used for what function and will have mastered several. 
 

A good knot will fail if not tied correctly. After you have tied a knot, examine it closely. If it doesnôt 

look right, cut it off and retie it.  
 

Here are a few helpful tips to keep in mind when tying a knot in monofilament line. 

¶ Clip off any damaged section of line before you make a new tie. Usually the last 2 feet. 

¶ Check the hook or lure eye for barbs or rough spots. 

¶ Use plenty of working line when tying a knot. 

¶ Tie your knot wet. This will reduce friction and allow the knot to cinch up smoothly without 

kinking or weakening the line from excessive heat. 

¶ Tighten the knot with a steady, even motion without hesitation. 

¶ Pull you knot up tight. 

¶ Donôt trim too close. Leave at least 1/8 inch of your line at the knot. 
 

A good basic knot for beginning anglers to know and use with nylon monofilament line is the 

ñImproved Clinch Knotò. This is a good knot for making terminal-tackle (hooks and lures) connec-

tions and is best used for lines up to 20-pound test. It is a preferred knot by professional fishermen 

and angling authorities.  

 

 Improved Clinch Knot 

 

 

 

1. Pass several inches of monofilament line through the eye of hook, swivel or lure. 

2. Wind the tag end back around the monofilament above the hook or lure and make five turns around 

the standing line. 

3. While holding the coils in place, thread tag end of line through the first loop, right above the eye, 

then through big side loop as shown. 

4. Hold tag end and standing line while coils are pulled up. Take care that coils are in spiral, not lap-

ping over each other. Slide tight against eye. Clip tag end.

On a warm day you may be hungry from the dayôs activity but donôt want to bother with a lot of food preparation. My Mandarin Tuna 

Salad is easy to prepare from ingredients that can be found in your pantry supplies. It is delicious for lunch or supper and is sure to please both 

family and friends.  

 

Mandarin Tuna Salad 
Serves 4. 

Salad: 

10-ounces elbow or sea-shell pasta 

2, 5-ounce cans tuna, drained and flaked   

11-ounce can mandarin oranges, drained (save juice) 

1/2 cup chopped bread and butter pickles 

 

Dressing: 

1 cup sour cream 

1/4 cup mayonnaise 

3 tablespoons mandarin orange juice 

1 tablespoons lemon juice 

1/4 cup chopped fresh chives 

1/4 teaspoon salt, or to taste 

dash fresh ground pepper, or to taste  

 

 Cook pasta as directed on package; drain. Rinse with cold water. Drain well. Place in a serving bowl. Mix in the tuna, mandarin or-

anges, and pickles. 

 In a small, separate bowl combine all the dressing ingredients. Toss into the salad. 

  Chill. Garnish with chive flowers, if available. If not, garnish with parsley. Serve with boiled baby carrots.
